Sidney High School received
a bronze award, along with
46 other schools in Iowa,
and 1,189 schools overall.

“For the criteria they used,
and the number of schools
they surveyed, it puts the
district in about the top 5
percent,” Sidney Superin-
tendent Gregg Cruickshank
said. “It all goes back to
having a proactive (school)
board and teachers that
genuinely care about the

well-being of the kids.”

According to U.S. News &
World Report, 21,786 pub-
lic schools in 48 states, plus
the District of Columbia,
were analyzed in a three-

step process to determine
which schools best serve
their students. Data from
the 2007-08 school year
was used to rank the
schools.

The process looked at read-
ing and math statewide test
scores and at the level of
“disadvantaged” students
who may not perform well
on tests. Schools that
passed those steps were
evaluated for how well
schools helped students
prepare for college level
work. The top 100 schools
with the highest in college
readiness were given gold
awards. The next 461
schools received silver

awards.

Bronze award recipients,
such as Sidney, met the first
two steps but failed to reach
high enough levels when it
came to college readiness.
Cruickshank said the district
may not have received a
silver or gold award because
SHS offers dual college
credit courses versus ad-
vanced placement courses.

Other area schools receiv-
ing a bronze award included
Bedford, Harlan, Riverside
and IKM/Manning High
School. No Iowa schools
received gold awards.
